Steps) tormake anl Informed decision:

Check out your career implications — willlyou keep your options open?
> Work out all your current career’ideas

> Check the subject requirements (for higher study)

> Weigh up the ‘essential” subjects, then the ‘useful” subjects

Think about your: abilities — can you do well'in these subjects?
Think about your interest levels — will you have the motivation?
Weigh up any differences between interests, abilities and career ideas.

Talk it over'with people who know you well: Is the choice balancediand
marketable?
