OTUMOETAI COLLEGE PATHWAYS TO EMPLOYMENT

Gateway

Gateway is a work based programme where students are placed in a suitable
workplace in the industry area of their choice.

Gateway helps students get a realistic view of the industry they are interested in and
complete credits associated with the programme.

A placement is a minimum of one day a week for 8/10 weeks.

Students must apply for the programme and are interviewed to check suitability.

Taratahi Agricultural Academy

Taratahi Agricultural Academy is a free option for students who are interested in the
agricultural area.

The program is very practical, and students usually spend a day a week on farms. All
written and practical work goes towards NCEA credits.

Students apply to be on this programme (see Pathways).

Students need to be motivated, responsible, committed and have excellent attendance.

Please see Pathways / Careers Advisors if interested.

Taratahi Equine Academy

Taratahi Equine Academy is a free option for students who are interested in the equine
industry. Some knowledge of horses is desirable.

The program is highly practical (students are out of school 1 day a week). All written and
practical work goes towards NCEA credits. Students apply to be on this programme (see
Pathways).

Students need to be motivated, responsible, committed and have excellent attendance.

Please see Pathways / Careers Advisors if interested.

Apprenticeships

Although there are no defined prerequisites, each industry or business will have
specific entry requirements.

NCEA Level 2 is generally the most common educational requirement. Literacy and
Numeracy are expected.

Employment

The College is able to help students with entering the workforce through brokering
work placements. It also offers interview and CV help.

Additionally, the Employment Skills classes are designed to help students learn about
the work environment and be work ready.

Employment Skills

Employment Skills classes provide students with a tool kit towards the ‘World of Work’
and helps them planning for their future.

Students take part in activities and units of work that lead them toward future
employment.

Work Experience may be an option for selected students.

Trades Academies Level 2 and Level 3 (Toi Ohomai)

Trades Academy is another free option for students to start on their career while still at
school.

Level 2 programmes see students spend one day a week at Toi Ohomai (BOP
Polytechnic) working on a Tertiary Certificate e.g.: Construction Skills, Café Operations,
Early Childhood Studies, Business Administration, Automotive Studies and Mechanical
Engineering. Otumoetai College uses the Academy for students who are able to benefit
from the programme.

All written and practical work goes towards NCEA credits.

Level 3 programmes see students spend two days a week at at Toi Ohomai (BOP
Polytechnic). This is worked with a special in school programme which may include
work experience. All written and practical work goes towards NCEA credits.

Students apply to be on this programme (see Pathways) students need to be
responsible, motivated, mature and regularly attend school. Please see the Pathways /
Careers Advisers if you have any questions.

Drivers Education

Drivers Education provides for a selected group of students (at no cost to them or
parents) to study and sit their Learners Licence. This is an essential for many
jobs/apprenticeships. Once gained, students move onto the practical side of driving.
Tuition is provided by top Tauranga driving instructors in their cars (no cost).

This course (full time as a subject) and all written and practical work goes towards
NCEA e.g. First Aid.

Depending on availability, students may also be able to attend Toi Ohomai (BOP
Polytechnic) for a drivers based programme. Students need to be 16 or nearly 16.
Must see Pathways / Careers to be considered for this course.

Alternative Education Options

Tauranga has a number of alternative Education providers. These providers are outside
of school. Each one has many specialities and can provide students with opportunities
to gain NCEA Level 1 and Level 2.

PLANNING YOUR COURSE OF STUDY

Students in Year 11 — 2019

Entry into Year 11 classes requires students to reach certain
standards in Year 10. Your class level placement
depends on your Year 10 examination results.

At Otumoetai College you are required to take an English
and a Mathematics course. The HODs for English and
Mathematics will assign you to classes of a suitable level.
Recreation is a compulsory subject for one hour a week.

Choose the subjects that are appropriate for you and
subjects that meet the requirements of your future
Pathway. Think ahead to Years 12 and 13 and be careful not
to limit your options.

Select 4 additional subjects and a reserve subject.

Students in Year 12 — 2019

Your programme could be multi-level
if you have not gained NCEA Level 1.

Students who have not achieved Level 1 Literacy and
Numeracy will be required to repeat Level 1 courses in
English and/or Mathematics.
